Called to Serve the Urban Poor 
We have begun ministry in Stung Meanchey– a poor district of 

Phnom Penh. Matt goes evangelizing two evenings a week with a 
fellow senior missionary (Markus). They also go once a week on a  
prayer walk around the area and see what the Lord will do. It is a 
time of a lot of seed planting and prayer. Many connections are be-

ing made and the community is beginning to know them. 

Language Learning  
In year two, it is still one of 
our main focuses. We each  

have 5 hours/week of one on one tutoring. 
Our language teachers are very special and 
really help us with insight into Khmer cul-

ture. Recently one of Casey’s teachers, 
Nekru (“ teacher”) Thonack decided to leave OMF to work for the 
government. OMF had a send off and all the teachers and her stu-

dents came. It was special, mainly because she is not a Christian and 
many spoke into her life and prayed for her. The Lord really 

touched her heart as she expressed her appreciation while crying.

“Tanoo”(middle)  and his Aunt “Ming” 
come regularly to house church. He’s 13 

years old. Ming works in a clothes factory 
6 days a week, 10 hours a day, yet comes 

to church every Sunday. 

Clinic Opportunity  
A ministry that helps women get out of the sex trade has a day center 

where they provide skills/jobs, counseling, and basic medical care.  
Currently there are about 60 women and children at the center. What 

is amazing is this center is in Stung Meanchey! It’s a one room clinic 
and their nurse just left. Casey has observed several days and will be-
gin to help a couple days a week. Our vision is, as relationships de-

velop, Casey can encourage these women to go to the house churches.
