like lower case letters) the Khmer language can be challenging. One 
might think they are saying the correct pronunciation yet words can be 
so close in sound like the word for “thief” sounds like “joa” yet grand-

child is joa! . Another challenge is there is no space between words.

Vowels can 
go on top, below, or beside 
consonants .  Some words 
are very interesting like the 
word for “to encourage” 
literally means “give wa-
ter heart” or the word for 

“forgive” means “don’t 
give punishment” or the 
word for “pencil” means 
“black hand”. There also 

are “royal words” that are 
only used for the king or God. So the word “go” is different if you are 

talking about Jesus. One easy thing is there are no conjugations of 
verbs. Can you imagine if you are Khmer and you had to learn the Eng-

lish language with all the verb conjugations?�
