This 
is difficult. The culture here isn't based on reading and critical thinking. 
First, during the Pol Pot genocide, the educated ones and independent 
thinkers were the first ones killed. This makes people hesitant. Also, some 
have long work hours, or some can’t see too well and wouldn’t dare wear 
glasses. Many are sick. For others, their education level is too low, so it   
                                         makes reading a chore. 

Khmer New Year  
Every year, in the middle of April, 
is the Khmer New Year. This is the 
most important holiday of the year. 
According to Cambodia beliefs the 

new year occurs when a female deity 
or “devada” brings the head of her 
father back to paradise. So the new 
year welcomes a new deity. Last 
week many here were following 

Chinese religions and went to remem-
ber their dead relatives by offering 
food at the Wat. The Khmer seem to adopt many aspects of Bud-
dhism, Animism or spirit worship, and Chinese religions. May 
the light of the Word open their eyes to see the “light of the knowl-

edge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ.” 2 Cor. 4:6 

Good Friday & Easter Service  
We had a good response to both Good Friday and Easter ser-
vices. On Good Friday  over 20 folk came. It was meant to be a 
service for believers only, yet seven unbelievers participated plus 
about 10 kids. Easter was an evangelistic  outreach with over 35 
adults. A sermon, evangelistic video, and children’s skit was 
shown about Jesus’ death and resurrection. Many were in tears.
