Upcountry Visit to Siem Reap 
Our first year here is set aside for language and orientation and part of 
that is to go visit an OMF team. Last month we went to visit the Narita 
family in Siem Reap. They are both doctors from Modesto, California. 

They have been in Cambodia for six years. David works two days a week 
in a hospital teaching doctors how to diagnose. They also help mentor 
some local pastors/leaders in several villages and help pastor the local 

international church. They are involved in translating the book: “Where 
there is No Doctor” in Khmer. We were encouraged to see how they 

live as a family in Cambodia. They mentioned how this province is one 
of the poorest and one the most unreached. The soil is very sandy and 
the people have a hard time growing enough  rice. We asked, “What is 

the local church’s number one prayer request?” David replied, 
 “They mostly pray that they would 

have enough to eat.”

Visit to Ang Dong Slum 
Micah’s last day of school was not like 

any other she has had in the past in 
America. Her class visited a relocation 
village called “Ang Dong” . It’s a five 
year old shanty village that the govern-
ment kicked out of prime land in the 

center of Phnom Penh. This trip was to 
compliment her 6th grade geography 

class where they studied about differ-
ent slums in the world. A local pastor shared about his work in the slum 

and the needs of the people. The kids 
passed out balloons and then ended the 
visit with a prayer for the people. The 

images were strong: kids with no 
shoes or shirts on, no running water, 

trash, stagnant water puddles near 
shacks with hundreds of mosquitoes 
in them, malnutrition , open sores 
with flies, overcrowding (average 7 

people per shack), the heat, and 
mostly the lack of hope. It’s a depic-

tion of the realities of a hurting  
Cambodia.
