P’chum Ben (Festival of the Dead) 
This month, big celebrations are going on. It is the belief that 
ancestral spirits are released during the two weeks unless 
members of the family meet and make offerings. If they 

don’t, the spirits will come and make mischief in their house. 
It is necessary to visit 7 Wats during the two weeks to be sure 
the spirits are appeased, but this work may be shared among 
the family. Traditional Num (cake) is made and given to the 

spirits, as well as shared with friends, and family. 

Language Learning  
Learning language is mostly what we are doing these days. It is a 
slow process! The Khmer language has the longest alphabet in 

the world but it is not tonal. It is based on Sanskrit and has about 
60 different vowel combinations. Missionary, Charles H. Kraft,  
commented as saying, "If we do not do more than engage in the 
process of language learning we will have communicated more 

of the essentials of the Gospel than if we devote ourselves to any 
other task I can think of.”
